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Frames Data Web Service Developer Guidelines
             General Overview
The Frames Data web service consists of a set of methods that return data from the Frames Data database.   Only users with expressed consent are allowed to use these web service methods.  This document describes the integration process for third party software vendors, as well as both required and suggested features to be built into the user interface.
Process
Usage of the web service requires two types of identifications, a partner ID and a subscriber ID. Your partner ID will be supplied to you by Frames Data upon execution of the Frames Data Non-Disclosure Agreement and the Frames Data Web Services Developer License Agreement.  Your $2,500 integration fee is also due prior to receiving your partner ID and can be paid by credit card or by check.
Steps to Integration

1. Sign non-disclosure and developer licensing agreement

2. Pay integration fee

3. Receive Partner ID/Begin development

4. Present to Frames Data for final approval

5. Provide software to Frames Data for testing

6. Frames Data adds you to the list of approved software integrations


Required Functionality

As a Frames Data partner developer, you are required to enable the following functionality for final approval of your integration:

Account Validation

Every active subscriber will receive a Frames Data username in order to activate their subscription.  Your interface should include a field for the user to input this username.  Your system will then check the account number against the subscription web service to turn on access to the data.  Should the account username entered into the system be invalid or past expiration, return a message indicating so.  
Expiration Alerts

The interface should include a notice to the user when the subscription expiration date is within 2 months.  This notice should include a link to a Frames Data subscription form.

Expiration

Should the account expire, access to data for all new frames not in inventory should be completely de-activated.  For any frames in inventory, only essential frame information (Manufacturer, Brand, Style, Eyesize, Color, wholesale price, UPC code) should remain, though this essential frame information will not be updated until the user renews their subscription.  Likewise, access to premium features (see below) for all frames should be de-activated until account renews.
Terms and Conditions
All users will be required to indicate an agreement to Frames Data Terms & Conditions.  The Terms & Conditions should be displayed as soon as the user inputs their Frames Data username.  A checkbox statement of “I agree to the Frames Data Terms & Conditions” should appear which the user must check in order to access the data.  

More required functionality

· Automatic updating of pricing and frame information

· Automatically set retail pricing based on wholesale rates; allow retail pricing formulas to be customized by manufacturer, brand and price level

· Enable scanning of barcodes for new inventory entry when new frames arrive

· Allow for non unique (re-used) UPC codes

· Allow printing of product price/barcode labels
· Frame status of either active or discontinued must be displayed in the frame record.
Suggested Functionality
The following functions are not required, but will increase the value of your software and improve the user experience
Premium Feature Activation

Frames Data has the ability to enable access to frame imagery (for display inside your interface only, not for use on consumer websites) and tracing information that the subscriber can purchase in addition to the standard set of data.  Permission for access to this data will be indicated by flags (description of flags TBD) in the subscriber record on the subscriber validation web service.  Only subscribers that have purchased access to this data should be allowed to use it.  
Frame Update Alerts

Allow users to receive alerts, either via email or via a message in the interface, when frames are changed or added.  Allow the users to pre-select a list of manufacturers, brands or collections for which they will receive an alert.  
Data Request

Allow users to submit a request to Frames Data when a frame is not found or when there is inconsistent data present. 
More suggested functionality…
· Automatic re-ordering of frames when inventory is sold/minimum stock level
· Profitability and sales reports by manufacturer/brand/salesperson/

· Summary reports of current inventory value

Prohibited Actions

Please be aware that these three things are prohibited by Frames Data and will result in your removal from our approved vendor list.

· You may not charge your customers to use any Frames Data product, nor can you charge for extra software whose sole purpose is to enable use of Frames Data.

· You may only allow access to data to paid Frames Data subscribers via the approved web service interface. Any exchange of data between Frames Data and your company is for testing purposes only.

· You may not put data on a server where it can be accessed by clients or anyone else without explicit written approval by Frames Data.
